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Although not required, the Unit's
participation in many of these

exercises came as a direct result
of their great desire to not only
meet all requirements placed on
them, but also go one step further

in pursuit of excellence-the mark
of true professionalism.
Excellence in all facets of their

mission was the goal and, most
often, the accomplishment of the
192d TFG. The 192d TFG competed

for and won the right to represent
all F-105 units in the Annual 9th
AF Weapons Meet at Homestead. AFB,
FL in November 1977. On 4 May 1977,
the 192d Civil Engineering Flight's
Prime BEEF (Base Engineer Emergency
" Forces) Team deployed to Tyndall
AFB, FL. The purpose of the
deployment was to test the ability
of the team to function in a bare
base environment. The result, as
judged by the Air Force Civil
Engineering Center, was the team
received one of only three out-
standing ratings given .to thirty
participating units. Maintenance
continued to work wonders with an
old and very complicated weapons
system.

Langley AFB, VA. The Unit chose to
demonstrate the operational aspects
of this ‘program to the 9th AF ORI
team during the October 77 ORI and
received an outstanding rating for
the air-to-air tactics portion of
the inspection. Currently, 80% of
the Unit's pilots are DACT quali-
fied as a direct result of this
program.

Flexibility has been the keystone
of the 192d TFG and one needs only
point to the 50 day deployment of
the entire unit during the spring
of 1977 as a good example.

Weekend borrowmg——wrltmg a check on a
personal checking.account in anticipation that the
check will be covered by a forthcoming payday
check deposit to a person’s account—can prove to be

expensive.

Many commercial businesses, base exchanges,
and open messes assess a $5 to $10 charge for
returned checks. Also, most banks assess a charge
against an account for each overdrawn check.

In many cases, individuals believe that checks
written on Saturday, Sunday, or a holiday will not
be charged to their account until the next business
day. If the next business day is a payday, they think
the payday deposit will cover the check written on
the preceding weekend. But many banks start
processing accumulated weekend transactions on
Sunday, and when this happens, weekend borrowing
results in an insufficient funds check.

Bounced checks not only incur costs in terms of
bank and business charges for overdrafts; they also
affect a person’s credit record. All things considered,
weekend borrowing is a very expensive practice.
You can cut the financial and personal costs by
cutting out the risky practice.

On Federal Pay Raise

In a nationally televised
speech on the economy,
President Carter an-
nounced his intention to
limit the October 1978 pay

‘raise for white-collar Fed-

eral workers and military
personnel to 5.5 percent, as
part of his program to curb
inflation.

In his speech the Presi-
dent said, “I'm determined
to take the lead in break-
ing the wage-and-price spi-
ral by holding Federal pay
increases down. Last year
Federal white-collar
salaries rose by more than
7 percent. I intend to pro-
pose a limit of about 5.5
percent this year, thereby
setting the example for
labor and industry to mod-
erate price and wage in-

“This year I will also
freeze the pay of all execu-
tive appointees in the Fed-

eral Government and’

members of my own senior
staffs. I believe that those
who are most privileged in
our Nation, including other
executives in government
and also in the private sec-
tor, should set a similar
example of restraint.

“The Federal Govern-
ment,” he said, “will take

‘several other steps to re-

duce inflation: All execu-
tive branch agencies will
avoid or reduce the pur-
chase of goods and services
whose prices are rapidly
rising unless by so doing
we would seriously jeopar-
dize our national security
or create serious un-
