Let us resolve  to safeguard our
great nation's heritage and values.

On behalf of the entire Department
of Defense, I express sincere appre-
ciation and gratitude to all our
Veterans. Without thé&ir sacrifices
our cherished freedom would long ago
have vanished.

The following information 1is
quoted from Secretary of Defense
Message 092349Z Sep 85.

An Open Letter to All Military
Personnel about potential changes to
the military retirement system.

1, In the past few months, there
has been considerable speculation
about potential changes to the mili-
tary retirement system. The apecu-
lation, often well intentioned but
111 1informed, has been based on
criticism from both the public and
private sectors about the perceived
generosity of the system. The Joint
Chiefs of Staff and I have stead-
fastly maintained that any recommen-
dation for change must take account
of —— first, the unique, dangerous,
and vital contribution to the safety
of all of us that is made by our
service men and women; and the
effect on combat readiness of
tampering with the retirement sys—
tem. Concurrently we must honor the
absolute commitments that have been
made to retirees and those currently
serving. We remain committed to
these principles.

Notwithstanding our opposition,
the Congress, in its recent action
on the pending Defense Authorization
Bill, has mandated a reduction of
$2.9 billion to the military retire-
ment fund. At the same time, the

Congress has directed the Department
of Defense to submit options to make
changes in the retirement system for
future entrants to achieve this man-—
dated reduction. Nonetheless, we
will _continue to insist that what-—
ever changes the Congress finally
makes must not adversely affect the
combat readiness of our forces, or
violate our firm pledges.

I want to emphasize to you again,
in the strongest terms, that the
dedicated men and women now serving,
and those who " have retired before
them, will be fully protected in any
options we are required to submit to
the Congress. Our proposals will
affeat future entrants only. You
can be assured that our efforts on
this issue will not falter.

GUNSMOKE '85: 192D proves best
A-7 unit in the Air Force

The Air Force and the media
focused much attention on Nellis,
AFB, NV, for two weeks in October as
the premier competition between the
United States Alr Force air-
to-ground fighter units took place.

The event was called GUNSMOKE '85,
and the 192d TFG was there proving
itself the best in the Air Force

within ailrcraft category.

As first time GUNSMOKE partici-
pants, the 192d's 45-man team was up
agalnst sixteen of the best Air
Force, Air National Guard, and Air
Force Reserve units flying the F-16,
F-4, A-10 and A-7 aircraft. They
vied for trophies given overall and
in aircraft category for flying,
“top gun,"” maintenance, loadeo, and
tool box competition. The 192d team
took two of these trophies: one for
the best A-7 aircrew and the other
for the best A-7 loadeo team.

Overall, the Virginians placed
8th, scoring 8,675 points out of a
possible 10,000. They were beaten
out by one A-10 unit and six units
flying the F-16's, the newest air-

~craft in the Alr Force inventory.

An F-16 Air Force Reserve unit from
Hill AFB, Utah, the 419th TFW, took
top place with 9,432 points, just
two points above the 50th TFW an
active duty unit from Hahn AB,
Germany. '

The overall scores were based on
three “profiles" flown at a Nellis
range by the. teams' four aircraft
and aircrews; a fifth aircraft and
crew stood by as an alternate. The
profiles 1included a basic box pat-—
tern with bomb delivery and strafe
attacks; a "TAC attack™ with low
level approach before a "pop up” and
bomb delivery; and a navigational
attack in which pilots were given a
set.of coordinates to find within a
certain time before bomb delivery.
Bombing accuracy on all profiles,
and timing on the latter, largely
determined the scores. '

According to the 192d's team
leader, LTIC Bill Jones, his crews
were frustrated” with thelr scores.
"We hit our targets with such accu-
racy during the 9th Air Force shoot
off for GUNSMOKE and in our weeks of
practice before heading for Nellis,"
he says. "We simply can't explain
what~ happened. I sure would have
liked to have outscored some of
those F-16's!"

The team, however, did earn for
the 192d the title of best A-7 unit
in the Air Force. Flying with Jones

on the team were Major Roger Legg,
Major Mark Hetterman, and CPT G.T.
Alexander. CPT .Elmer Maxfield
served as the teams alternate pilot.

MSG Alvin Franklin, MSG Edwin
Parker and TSG Hunter Moore made up
the 192d's loadeo team, the best
among the A-7 units. They earned
their trophy by safely loading bombs
on an A-7 within 31 minutes ond 5
seconds, a task that usually takes
45 minutes.

Guard and two Air Force Reserve
units. Judges were tough, basing
their scores on a number of criteria
such as flightline - crews and air-
craft appearance, . safety procedures
and timing of take offs. The judges
missed nothing; for example opn the
first day of competition, the 192d
lost 50 points for a small pebble
picked out with a pen from the tar
between the cracks of the flightline
pavement.

"Most of my people agree that
GUNSMOKE was tougher than any ORI
we've been through,” says MAJ Harold
Yeary, Maintenance Officer for the
192d team, “but we took pages of
notes and suggestlons sp we can do
better when we head "West" again for
GUNSMOKE '87:"

Yeary's. 40-man maintenance team
‘was 1n last place on the first day
of the meet, but pulled itself in to
“10th place by the end of the com=
petition. The scores were close:
out of a possible 6000 points the
192d finished with 5,821 points,
only 123 points behind the top unit,
the 4424 TFW and an Air Force
Reserve unilt from Richard Gibaur
AFB, Missouri.

John McMerty, Deputy Director of the
Air National Guard.

As was noted at the
mony,.GUNSMOKE teams flew almost 500
sorties, and there were no inci-
