Corsair repair team

The airplanes have been grounded gince
April 24, when the Air Force, responding to
confirmed reports of wing cracks in some A-
7’8, ordered all A-7's in its inventory
grounded until they could be inspected.

Meanwhile, LtCol Bob Seifert, the
102TFG s deputy commander for maintenance,
said, "It’s a credit to the groug that we
have managed to perform all our raining
requirements with only 11 airplanes.

That has taken teamwork to accom lish,
Seifert said. The 149th Tactical Fi§ ter
Squadron have cut back the Yilots’ raining
schedule to what Seifert called a “bare
minimum." And 192d Condolidated Aircraft
Maintenance Squadron (CAMS) personnel have
double-teamed the airplanes during glanned
‘phase” maintenance to quicken the turn-
around.

And it means withstanding tear-gas
attacks and spending most of the night
preparing for the next day's activities.

~ About 120 Virginia Air National
Guardsmen -- the great majority of them
from the 192d Civil Engineering Squadron --

took part in BRAAT July 16-22 at Eglin
AFB, Fort Walton Beach, Fla.

The 192TFG was the core unit for a
training exercige that included about 140
other Guardgmen, active-duty Air Force
airmen and reservigts.

For 1Lt. Mike Wood¥, 192TFG disaster
preparednegs officer, lagt month’s BRAAT
was his second. And he said they're not
getting any easier.

They're trying to be as realistic as
possible,” Woody said. °“They're not
gimulating as much ag they used to."

"It was
gomething to give folks incentive to know
how to wear those gas masgks.

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Planning can stem family anxieties

Most of us have been around the
Virginia National Guard long enough to have
experienced military-induced separations
from family members. For some, the
military separation -- TDY, AT, Short Tour
-- has caused problems that generate severe
hostilities among family members, esEecial—
ly between the military member and the
spouse left behind during the segaration.

While separations cause a lot of
problems, the return home after the
separation apﬁears to cause more serious

roblems. I have included a short check-
ist about what the military member and
family can do to minimize the effects of
family separations,

A second article, in next month's
Vanguard, will include a checklist on
making adjustments upon return home from a
military separation.

National Guard members experience
separationg bK having to participate in
deployments throughout the year. Most
deployments will cauge the member to be
away from the family long enough for normal
family Eatterns to need adjustment.
Preparation for leaving the family must be
clearly planned.

The following things can be done --
along with many others -- to remove the
fear, uncertainty, and unfamiliarity faced
by Air Guard families as they approach
military-induced separation. Assuming that
groper pre-geparation actiong are taken,

he pain and frusgtration of these military
separationg can be minimized.

Pre-Separation Checklist

1. Plan a method to communicate the
upcoming separation with other family
members. The militarK member and gpouse
should discuss how other members of the
family will be told of the gending Separa-
tion. Timing ig important to ease tensions
about the separation.

2. Ensure that important documents are in
order and their location ig known to family
members. To ease the trangitionsg to single
control of the household by the waiting
spouse, all important documents should be
updated and properly filed. Others in the
household should also know the location of
those documents. Ease of access to
documents could prove to be usgeful in
emergency situations. )

3. Establisgh a’familﬁ budget for the
military member and the family left
behind. Since there will be two living
accommodations to support during the
separation, a budget for both gshould be
establighed, Reality planning is crucial
to the development of workable budgets.

4. Tell children about the absence early
and digcuss many of the details about where
the military dut{ will take you. Children
need to know of the upcoming separation as
early as possible after receipt of orders.
They need to make adjustments to the loss
of one parent, As much as possible,
digscusg details of the location of the tour
== the higtorical significance. cultural
facts, etc. Any method to ease apprehen-
gion is useful,

5. Prepare to experience irritation about
the separation along with loneliness and
anxiety. The militarﬁ members and the
familﬁ must realize these feelings will
probably occur. Each should Elan things to
do what will make the geparation less
painful. Keep bugy but make the activity
meaningful .

6. Prepare for the regpongibilities of
being sgingle and making decisions alone.
Separations thrugt military members and
their spouses into a "single" lifestyle.
Decigions will be made without full
digcusgions with each other. These
“gsingle” lives must be entered with an
undergtanding that each individual will
change during the se?aration and that each
will have respongibilities to keep positive
communications with the other.
